B oasting a history of almost 300 years, the Viennese porcelain manufacturer

Augarten is a leader in the field, with hand-made and hand-painted pieces
famous for delicate designs and sleck lines that make it internationally
renown in the fine art of tableware.

A company with history and tradition

In 1718 Claudis Innocentius du Paquier, war agent of Austrian Emperor Charles
VI, brought home the secret formula for producing porcelain in Meissen, Germany.
Hence, the first porcelain manufacturer opened in Vienna’s 9th district. In 1744
it was acquired by Austrian Empress Maria Theresa, and since then all products
were branded with the cobalt-blue emblem of the Royal House of Babenberg. By
1805 the brand reached new heights. Various famous artists of the time, including
Nigg, Lamprecht and Kothgasser lent their influence, making it a must at royal
courts. But the boom of industrialized china manufacturing forced the shutdown
of the Viennese establishment in 1864. Sixty years later it reopened as Viennese
Porcelain Manufactury Augarten at the Barock Augarten Palace, which remains

the company‘s headquarter.

Hand-made art

Augarten stays true toits tradition, and continues to produce hand-made porcelain
reflecting contemporary art. Today it is the smallest in Europe in terms of number
of employees, where 80 artisans caringly and expertly ensure that the tradition
continues, yet it is known as one of the largest manufacturers in terms of variety,
with a portfolio of some 25,000 different items. When you take a tour at the
production site, you quickly realize the impact of hundreds of years of experience.
At Augarten, each step in production is done by hand. Passing from one crafty
hand to the other, makes each piece a unique item of art. A certificate of quality
and origin guarantees that each item can be purchased again at any time, making
